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Whole school admission procedure 2010/2011
Due to large demand for places the school will be implementing the points system for new children across the whole school from 2010/2011 academic year onwards.
Admissions Procedure

Applications can be taken at any time but no places are allocated to children until 1st May in the year preceding entry.

A point system is allocated to each applicant and the 22 children (15 in Key Stage 3) with most points are allocated the places in the school with the waiting list then being prioritised within the same points criteria.

The points allocated to each application is as follows:

· 5 points for being British

· 5 points for having a sibling in school

· 1 point for every 2 months (or part thereof) the application is received in advance of the end of April place allocation procedure

· 1 point for Commonwealth children

· 1 point for first language English families (excluding the British families)

In areas of uncertainty points allocation is at The Head Teacher’s discretion.

At the start of May each family will be informed as to whether their child has a place in the class or what position they are on the waiting list.

N.B. For a child to be allocated a place on 1st May the admissions fee (3500GBP – main school, 1500GBP – Nursery) must be paid in full by this date. If this fee is not paid by this date then the child will not be eligible for allocation of a place within the points system. If the admission fee is paid after this date then the child will join the waiting list (if there is one) and will have points allocated accordingly within that list.
Admissions testing

Acceptance into Nursery:

The school will:

· Only accept children in September and January after they have turned 3yrs old. Children who turn three after 1st September, and subsequently join the Nursery in the January, will complete 5 terms in the Nursery as they must be 4 yrs old by the 1st September in order to enter the main school Reception class.

· Parents must meet with the teacher before being accepted (if parents are in Tripoli)

· Children must be toilet trained

· If child has poor English their parents must agree to speak English and read books to children in English at home. 

Acceptance into the main school:

· Children due to enter Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 will spend a morning in the classroom and will be expected to be able to communicate well in English and demonstrate acceptable levels of behaviour.
· Children due to enter Years 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8 will complete a formal maths and English test and will be expected to demonstrate, in particular, a good standard of English.

· The school will only accept children with significant special needs under exceptional circumstances and with the approval of the Management Committee.
